Daily 5 – Multiple Meaning Words

Connection
The last few weeks we have been working on using context clues to help us figure out the meaning of unknown words. This week we are going to continue to talk about using context clues. However, this week we find words that can have multiple (that's a fancy way to say more than one) meanings. Multiple meaning words are words that have more than one meaning. Today we will find multiple meaning words and use context clue crab to help us figure out what the word means in the sentence. 
 

Teach/Guided Practice 
Some words have different meanings even though they are said the same and spelled the same.

-Continue using the attached PowerPoint (Slides 46-60) 

-Have students tell the different meanings of each word that comes up. Then read the sentence and have them tell which definition of the word is correct and how they knew (which context clues they used to decide). 

-Students can use their Daily 5 Journals to write down the word and the meanings associated with the words.

 

Link
Today we learned about multiple meaning words. We used context clues to help us figure out which meaning is correct. When you go off to read today, and for now on, make sure you use context clues to help you figure out the correct meaning of a word.
Students will then do Read to Self for about 10-15 minutes. 
*Students who shared today can use the iPads and computer to do Listen to Reading on Raz-Kids.
**Nick and Angel should not be anywhere near the iPads.**

	Writer’s Workshop
	Writing Like a Scientist
Students are going through the Scientific Method to write like a Scientist. We have conducted an experiment (Marshmallow Shooters) this week and students are writing all of their steps, observations and findings today.
Active Engagement:
Have students take a few seconds to review the experiment we conducted. Have students share with their sticky high 5 partner and then have a few students share out to the class. Next, have students pull out their papers and continue working for about 20 minutes. If they say they are finished, remind them to add labels to their pictures and add to the words. They can also share with a partner or read a Math Book quietly on the carpet.
Link/Restate Teaching Point:
Today you continued writing like a Scientist by going through the Scientific Method.  Who would like to share what they worked on?

	Math
	Part One: Reviewing the Problem Types
Review the anchor chart from the previous days. As students discuss each problem, encourage them to use math talk and explain each problem strategies they could use

As a warm up, pose one of each problem type to the students. Encourage them to solve each problem using a different strategy. Remind students to focus on what they know what they are working to find out (not on the “words” of the problem). Tell students that they are going to practice their problems.

Show one of each type of problem to the students and have them quickly draw/model how to solve each type. Review should be brief.

 
Examples
Add To, Change Unknown
2 bugs were on a leaf. Some more bugs crawled there. The there were 5 bugs. How many bugs crawled over to the first 2?

Take From, Change Unknown
5 cookies were on the table. I ate some cookies. Then there were 3 cookies. How many cookies did I eat?

Put Together/Take Apart, Addend Unknown
5 leaves are on the table. 3 are red and the rest are green. How many leaves are green?

 
Compare Difference Unknown: Meg has 10 leaves. Tom has 5 leaves. How many fewer leaves does Tom have than Meg?

Compare Bigger Unknown: Jake has 5 more apples than Annie. Annie has 2 apples. How many apples does Jake have?

Compare Smaller Unknown: Jan has 3 fewer fish than Mike. Mike has 5 fish. How many fish does Jan have?

After reviewing and practicing, please pass out the worksheet. Students may choose to work independently or with a partner at their table.

Once most students are finished, review the worksheet as a class. Make sure to emphasize writing the equation and showing their strategy for solving.
